MEMORANDUM FOR DCC-W CONTRACTING DIRECTORATE PERSONNEL

SUBJECT:  Policy Memorandum 4-1 DFAR Requirement for Unique Item Identification and Valuation of Government Property

There is an interim DFAR requirement for all RFPS to include DFAR 252.21-7003, Item identification and Valuation for all RFPs issued after 1 January 2004.  The interim rule can be found at http://www.acq.osd.mil/dp/dars/dfars/changes.htm.  This requirement, commonly referred to as Unique Item Identification (UID), applies primarily to commercial items.  The definition of "item'' for UID refers to "a single hardware article or unit formed by a grouping of subassemblies, components, or constituent parts''.  The major emphasis is on new equipment, major modifications to existing equipment, and reprocurement of equipment and supplies.  It would not apply to such items as technical manuals and software.  UID of tangible items will facilitate tracking in DoD's business systems and provide reliable, accurate data for financial, accountability, and asset management purposes.  UID and valuation will enable DoD to consistently capture the value of the items it buys, control these items during their use, and combat counterfeiting of parts.  

Policy in DFARS 211.274 and the clause at 252.211-7003 now states that all items over $5,000 in value require UID.  UID must also be implemented for contracts with Government furnished property by January 2005.  Marking must be in accordance with the version of MIL-STD-130 in effect at the time of contract award, regardless of the system used to mark items.
